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Ad Altare Dei 

Boy Scout
Ages 13 – 17

The Ad Altare Dei (to the altar of God) program helps Catholic Boy Scouts of the Roman Rite develop a fully Christian way of life in the faith community. The program is organized in chapters based on the seven Sacraments. The seven Sacraments are a primary means toward spiritual growth.

Venturing and Boy Scout Age 15+
The program deals with different life choices (single, married, religious, ordained), occupations and ministries in the church as calls from God. 

It includes youth led discussions on current issues facing the church and society, which are normally included as part of a Pius XII retreat or day of recollection.

Adult Recognitions

Peers can nominate adults serving Catholic youth through Boy Scouts of the USA for recognition by the Roman Catholic Church.  

Forms are available at www.milwaukeearchdiocesecatholicscouting.org and must be submitted by December 1st of each year for presentation in the spring of the following year at a special Mass.  The Bronze Pelican award is given for 3+ years of service to Catholic youth.  The St. George is the highest recognition for adults, is given for 7+ years of service to Catholic youth.
